
Flash Forward for Community 
An experiment goes awry at CERN, 

the European Center for Particle 

Physics, causing the consciousness 

of everyone on Earth to jump ahead 

21 years for a period of two minutes.

FlashForward and became the basis 

for the hit ABC drama of the same 

name. The author behind the con-

cept is Mississauga resident, Robert 

J. Sawyer.  

Sawyer is one of only seven writers 

in history - and the only Canadian - 

to win all three of the science fiction 

fieldôs top honours for best novel of 

the year. He has the World Science 

Fiction Society's Hugo Award, 

which he won in 2003 for his novel 

Hominids; the Science Fiction and 

Fantasy Writers of America's Neb-

ula Award, which he won in 1996 

for his novel The Terminal Experi-

ment; and the John W. Campbell 

Memorial Award, which he won in 

2006 for his novel Mindscan. 

He is not only an award winning au-

thor, but a noted speaker and 

thought leader. The Foundation is 

thrilled to be welcoming Sawyer as 

the Keynote speaker for the Second 

Annual ñAll for Communityò 

Speakers Luncheon.
